and that not of yourselves, it is the gift of God; ?not as a
result of works, so that no one may boast. 19 For we are His
workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good works, which
God prepared beforehand so that we would walk in them.

2 Thessalonians 3:6-16 ® Now we command you, brethren, in
the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, that you keep away from
every brother who leads an unruly life and not according

to the tradition which you received from us. 7 For you
yourselves know how you ought to follow our example,
because we did not act in an undisciplined manner among
you, 8nor did we eat anyone’s bread without paying for it, but
with labor and hardship we kept working night and day so
that we would not be a burden to any of you; ? not because
we do not have the right to this, but in order to offer
ourselves as a model for you, so that you would follow our
example. 19 For even when we were with you, we used to give
you this order: if anyone is not willing to work, then he is not
to eat, either. ! For we hear that some among you are leading
an undisciplined life, doing no work at all, but acting

like busybodies.



12 Now such persons we command and exhort in the Lord
Jesus Christ to work in quiet fashion and eat their own

bread. 13 But as for you, brethren, do not grow weary of doing
good.

14 |f anyone does not obey our instruction in this letter, take
special note of that person and do not associate with him, so
that he will be put to shame. 1° Yet do not regard him as an
enemy, but admonish him as a brother.

16 Now may the Lord of peace Himself continually grant you
peace in every circumstance. The Lord be with you all!



Galatians 6: 7-10 7 Do not be deceived, God is nhot mocked;
for whatever a man sows, this he will also reap. 8 For the one
who sows to his own flesh will from the flesh reap corruption,
but the one who sows to the Spirit will from the Spirit reap
eternal life. 2 Let us not lose heart in doing good, for in due
time we will reap if we do not grow weary. 19So then, while
we have opportunity, let us do good to all people, and
especially to those who are of the household of the faith.



Matt. 16:24-27 2*Then Jesus said to His disciples, “If anyone
wishes to come after Me, he must deny himself, and take up
his cross and follow Me. 22 For whoever wishes to save his life
will lose it; but whoever loses his life for My sake will find

it. 2 For what will it profit a man if he gains the whole world
and forfeits his soul? Or what will a man give in exchange for
his soul? 2’ For the Son of Man is going to come in the glory
of His Father with His angels, and WILL THEN REPAY EVERY MAN
ACCORDING TO HIS DEEDS.



1 Peter 2:13-17 13Submit yourselves for the Lord’s sake to
every human institution, whether to a king as the one in
authority, 1* or to governors as sent by him for the
punishment of evildoers and the praise of those who do
right. > For such is the will of God that by doing right you
may silence the ignorance of foolish men. 1 Act as free men,
and do not use your freedom as a covering for evil, but use
it as bondslaves of God. 7 Honor all people, love the
brotherhood, fear God, honor the king.



Hebrews 13:15-16 > Through Him then, let us continually
offer up a sacrifice of praise to God, that is, the fruit of lips
that give thanks to His name. 1 And do not neglect doing
good and sharing, for with such sacrifices God is pleased.



Romans 12:1-21 1 Therefore | urge you, brethren, by the
mercies of God, to present your bodies a living and holy
sacrifice, acceptable to God, which is your spiritual service of
worship. 2And do not be conformed to this world, but be
transformed by the renewing of your mind, so that you

may prove what the will of God is, that which is good

and acceptable and perfect.

3 For through the grace given to me | say to everyone among
you not to think more highly of himself than he ought to
think; but to think so as to have sound judgment, as God has
allotted to each a measure of faith. 4 For just as we have many
members in one body and all the members do not have the
same function, ®>so we, who are many, are one body in Christ,
and individually members one of another.



6 Since we have gifts that differ according to the grace given
to us, each of us is to exercise them accordingly:

if prophecy, according to the proportion of his

faith; 7 if service, in his serving; or he who teaches, in his
teaching; 8 or he who exhorts, in his exhortation; he who
gives, with liberality; he who leads, with diligence; he who
shows mercy, with cheerfulness.

I et love be without hypocrisy. Abhor what is evil; cling to
what is good. 19 Be devoted to one another in brotherly
love; give preference to one another in honor; ! not lagging
behind in diligence, fervent in spirit, serving the

Lord; 12 rejoicing in hope, persevering in tribulation, devoted
to prayer, 13 contributing to the needs of the saints, practicing
hospitality.



14 Bless those who persecute you; bless and do not curse.

15 Rejoice with those who rejoice, and weep with those who
weep. 1 Be of the same mind toward one another; do not be
haughty in mind, but associate with the lowly. Do not be wise
in your own estimation. 7 Never pay back evil for evil to
anyone. Respect what is right in the sight of all men. 18If
possible, so far as it depends on you, be at peace with all
men. 2 Never take your own revenge, beloved, but leave
room for the wrath of God, for it is written, “VENGEANCE IS
MINE, | WILL REPAY,” says the Lord. 22 “BUT IF YOUR ENEMY IS
HUNGRY, FEED HIM, AND IF HE IS THIRSTY, GIVE HIM A DRINK; FOR IN SO
DOING YOU WILL HEAP BURNING COALS ON HIS HEAD.” 21 Do not be
overcome by evil, but overcome evil with good.



Matt. 5:13-16 13 “You are the salt of the earth; but if the salt
has become tasteless, how can it be made salty again? It is no
longer good for anything, except to be thrown out and

trampled under foot by men.

14 “You are the light of the world. A city set on a hill cannot be
hidden; 1> nor does anyone light a lamp and put it under

a basket, but on the lampstand, and it gives light to all who
are in the house. 18 Let your light shine before men in such a
way that they may see your good works, and glorify your
Father who is in heaven.



Eph. 2:10 19For we are His workmanship, created in Christ
Jesus for good works, which God prepared beforehand so that
we would walk in them



1 Cor. 6:19-20 1° Or do you not know that your body is

a temple of the Holy Spirit who is in you, whom you have
from God, and that you are not your own? 22 For you have
been bought with a price: therefore glorify God in your body.



Matt. 6:1-4 “Beware of practicing your righteousness before
men to be noticed by them; otherwise you have no reward
with your Father who is in heaven.

2“So when you give to the poor, do not sound a trumpet
before you, as the hypocrites do in the synagogues and in the
streets, so that they may be honored by men. Truly | say to
you, they have their reward in full. 3 But when you give to the
poor, do not let your left hand know what your right hand is
doing, 4 so that your giving will be in secret; and your Father
who sees what is done in secret will reward you.



Acts 9:36 3°Now in Joppa there was a disciple named Tabitha
(which translated in Greek is called Dorcas); this woman was
abounding with deeds of kindness and charity which she
continually did.



Mark 14:8-9 8She has done what she could; she has anointed
My body beforehand for the burial. ® Truly | say to

you, wherever the gospel is preached in the whole world,
what this woman has done will also be spoken of in memory
of her.”




1 Tim. 5:24-25 24The sins of some men are quite evident,
going before them to judgment; for others, their sins follow
after. 2° Likewise also, deeds that are good are quite evident,
and those which are otherwise cannot be concealed.



Titus 3:14 14 Our people must also learn to engage in
good deeds to meet pressing needs, so that they will not
be unfruitful.



Phil. 2:12-13 '2So then, my beloved, just as you have always
obeyed, not as in my presence only, but now much more in
my absence, work out your salvation with fear and
trembling; 13 for it is God who is at work in you, both to will
and to work for His good pleasure.



Matt. 10:32-33 32 “Therefore everyone who confesses Me
before men, | will also confess him before My Father who is in
heaven. 33 But whoever denies Me before men, | will also
deny him before My Father who is in heaven.



Matt. 7:24-27 %% “Therefore everyone who hears these words
of Mine and acts on them, may be compared to a wise man
who built his house on the rock. 2> And the rain fell, and

the floods came, and the winds blew and slammed against
that house; and yet it did not fall, for it had been founded on
the rock. %6 Everyone who hears these words of Mine and
does not act on them, will be like a foolish man who built his
house on the sand. 2’ The rain fell, and the floods came, and
the winds blew and slammed against that house; and it fell—
and great was its fall.”




Colossians 3:23-24 23 Whatever you do, do your

work heartily, as for the Lord rather than for men, 2*knowing
that from the Lord you will receive the reward of the
inheritance. It is the Lord Christ whom you serve.



Hebrews 11:6 ® And without faith it is impossible to
please Him, for he who comes to God must believe that He is
and that He is a rewarder of those who seek Him.



Mark 9:41 41 For whoever gives you a cup of water to
drink because of your name as followers of Christ, truly | say
to you, he will not lose his reward.



Romans 2:5-11 °But because of your stubbornness and
unrepentant heart you are storing up wrath for yourself in the
day of wrath and revelation of the righteous judgment of
God, ® who WILL RENDER TO EACH PERSON ACCORDING TO HIS

DEEDS: 7 to those who by perseverance in doing good seek

for glory and honor and immortality, eternal life;  but to
those who are selfishly ambitious and do not obey the truth,
but obey unrighteousness, wrath and indignation. ° There will
be tribulation and distress for every soul of man who does
evil, of the Jew first and also of the Greek, 19 but glory and
honor and peace to everyone who does good, to the Jew first
and also to the Greek. ' For there is no partiality with God.



Mat. 25:31-46 31 “But when the Son of Man comes in His
glory, and all the angels with Him, then He will sit on His
glorious throne. 32 All the nations will be gathered before Him;
and He will separate them from one another, as the shepherd
separates the sheep from the goats; 33 and He will put the
sheep on His right, and the goats on the left.

34 “Then the King will say to those on His right, ‘Come, you
who are blessed of My Father, inherit the kingdom prepared
for you from the foundation of the world. 3° For | was hungry,
and you gave Me something to eat; | was thirsty, and you gave
Me something to drink; | was a stranger, and you invited Me
in; 3¢ naked, and you clothed Me; | was sick, and you visited
Me; | was in prison, and you came to Me.’



37 Then the righteous will answer Him, ‘Lord, when did we see
You hungry, and feed You, or thirsty, and give

You something to drink?

38 And when did we see You a stranger, and invite You in, or
naked, and clothe You? 32 When did we see You sick, or in
prison, and come to You?’ 40 The King will answer and say to
them, ‘Truly | say to you, to the extent that you did it to one
of these brothers of Mine, even the least of them, you did it
to Me.

41“Then He will also say to those on His left, ‘Depart from Me,
accursed ones, into the eternal fire which has been prepared
for the devil and his angels; 42 for | was hungry, and you gave

Me nothing to eat; | was thirsty, and you gave Me nothing to
drink;



43| was a stranger, and you did not invite Me in; naked, and
you did not clothe Me; sick, and in prison, and you did not
visit Me.

44Then they themselves also will answer, ‘Lord, when did we
see You hungry, or thirsty, or a stranger, or naked, or sick, or in
prison, and did not take care of You?’

43 Then He will answer them, ‘Truly | say to you, to the extent
that you did not do it to one of the least of these, you did not
do it to Me.” 4 These will go away into eternal punishment,
but the righteous into eternal life.”



1 Peter 3:8-9 2To sum up, all of you be harmonious,
sympathetic, brotherly, kindhearted, and humble in

spirit; 2 not returning evil for evil or insult for insult, but giving
a blessing instead; for you were called for the very purpose
that you might inherit a blessing.



Matt. 5:1-12 When Jesus saw the crowds, He went up

on the mountain; and after He sat down, His disciples came to
Him. 2 He opened His mouth and began to teach them,
saying,

3 “Blessed are the poor in spirit, for theirs is the kingdom of
heaven.

4 “Blessed are those who mourn, for they shall be comforted.
> “Blessed are the gentle, for they shall inherit the earth.

¢ “Blessed are those who hunger and thirst for righteousness,
for they shall be satisfied.

7“Blessed are the merciful, for they shall receive mercy.

8 “Blessed are the pure in heart, for they shall see God.

9 “Blessed are the peacemakers, for they shall be called sons
of God.




10 “Blessed are those who have been persecuted for the sake
of righteousness, for theirs is the kingdom of heaven.

11 “Blessed are you when people insult you and persecute you,
and falsely say all kinds of evil against you because of

Me. 2 Rejoice and be glad, for your reward in heaven is great;
for in the same way they persecuted the prophets who were
before you.



2 Tim. 2:15 1°>Be diligent to present yourself approved to
God as a workman who does not need to be ashamed,
accurately handling the word of truth.



1 Thes. 4:9-10 ° Now as to the love of the brethren, you have
no need for anyone to write to you, for you yourselves

are taught by God to love one another; 19 for indeed you do
practice it toward all the brethren who are in all Macedonia.
But we urge you, brethren, to excel still more,
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
